Counselors

Each church must provide responsible counselor(s) for their own campers; an adult lady for the girl campers and an adult man for the boy campers. 

1. All counselors are at camp to work and should be willing to accept responsibilities. 

2. If at any time on the campground you see young people breaking rules, you are to correct them even if they are not from your church.

3. Upon arriving at camp, do not move into a room unless you have talked to the camp registrar and know for sure where you are to stay. 

4. At the time of check-in you should turn in all forms, including registrations and all music and talent forms. 

5. Counselors are to make an inspection of the dorm area where you are staying before the campers leave for the ﬁrst class. All trash is to be picked up and trash cans dumped into the barrels. Floors should be swept, beds should be made, and all clothing, suitcases, towels, swimming suits and shoes should be arranged in an orderly fashion. 

6. Every year, money disappears out of the pool dressing rooms and the dorms. Arrangements should be made for counselors to assist their campers with their money and valuables while at camp. 

7. We prefer that churches sit together in the tabernacle and that counselors sit with their groups. It is permissible to reserve seats for the entire camp week. 

8. During the invitation, counselors should be ready to do personal work. 

9. It is the responsibility of the counselors to make sure their campers are all in services, and that they are present for all events for which they have signed up. 

10. When the time comes that the campers must be in the dorm, the counselors must make sure that all of their group is in and have devotions with them. 

11. When the time comes for lights to be out, counselors should stay with their group and make sure they go to sleep. 

12. It is required that all campers be at morning devotions at 7:30 by the flagpole. Counselors must make sure their group is up and at this area on time. 

13. Counselors should make sure that their campers are obeying the dress code. They should be instructed prior to camp on proper apparel and the difference between culottes and shorts. It is hard to expect the campers to wear the right clothes if they don’t have them at camp. 

14. Adult counselors should observe the “two adult” rule. This requires that adults are never alone with children or youth without another adult present. 

15. Adult volunteers should immediately report any behavior that seems abusive or otherwise inappropriate to their Pastor. 

16. The acceptable wearing of apparel for girls includes culottes. Culottes are not baggy pants or shorts, but are made from a skirt pattern and should have a pleat in the front and a pleat in the back. Culottes should extend to below the knee.

17. There will be counselor’s sessions Tuesday through Thursday mornings at 9:10 a.m. in the Overlook Room. 

18. If there are any maintenance problems, please contact the chairman or vice-chairman, or any of the pastors. We will try to get problems fixed as soon as possible. 
19. If our counselors will carry out their responsibilities, it will help our camp to be the kind of camp that will glorify the Lord and result in many souls saved and lives changed. 
20. When addressing the counselors in this list of rules and duties, we are including pastors, youth leaders, associates and all other adults. 
21. We strongly recommend that all counselors be approved by their pastor and,
 a. that you be mindful of the ratio of your counselors : campers.
 b. that you ﬁll out the waiver of background checks in your camp packet.
22. At the close of camp the grounds have to be cleaned, dorms swept, trash put into the barrels and all personal items removed from the dorms. Please also see that all windows are closed and the lights are turned out. 
23. Before leaving camp, each church must be cleared by the registrar.
A SPECIAL NOTE ON THE AGE OF COUNSELORS
Some churches bring youth to be helpers at Junior Camp who were also campers at Senior Camp. The following rules have been adopted to help establish order at camp:

1. All married folks will be considered to be counselors.
2. Anyone who is nineteen or older will be considered to be a counselor after Senior Camp is over. They will never be allowed to compete at camp in the future, and so will be given full privileges as counselors, beginning at Junior Camp that next summer. 
3. All who attend Junior Camp between the ages of 13-18 and are single, even though they are used as helpers, must abide by the rules listed for the campers. This means that they are not allowed to be outside of the dorms after hours.
